The City of Rock Hill is seeking bids on the re-coating of brick type pedestrian crosswalks. The City would like to contract with one company for this project.

The process of responding to this (RFP) should involve interested companies reviewing and analyzing the information provided herein and responding in writing to any and all items where a response is requested.

BACKGROUND

The City has the need to recoat eight different intersections that have pedestrian crosswalks in the color “Old Brick and Forest Green.

Depending on costs the city may elect to re-coat less than the eight selected intersections.

Contractor is to supply all material, labor, SCDOT permits, traffic control safety equipment and complete cleanup of the site.

Re-Coating Specification
The City wishes to install four coats or what is needed of “Street Coat” or equal product. All Re-Coating must have a minimum of a one year manufactures warranty that includes all labor and material.
All listed square footage is estimated only, all bidders are responsible for there own measurements.

BID PROPOSAL INSTRUCTIONS AND TERMS

II.1
Pre-bid Conference (Tuesday November 08, 2011 @ 2:00 PM

A mandatory pre-bid conference will be held at City Operations Center, Purchasing Office, 757 South Anderson Road, Suite 103, Rock Hill, SC. 29730 Only those companies with representatives in attendance at this meeting will be allowed to submit a bid proposal.  Companies will be given directions of area and location of Recoating to be installed.

II.2
Qualified Contractor


A Qualified contractor is defined for this purpose as one that meets, or by the date of the bid acceptance can meet, all requirements for licensing, insurance and service contained within this RFP.  Coating companies must have a minimum of (3) three years of experience in the provision of similar coating services or provide other evidence of qualifications of delivering the service requested.

II.3
Bid Proposal Preparation and Submission


Proposals should be signed by an officer or owner of the coating company and dated.  All information required by this RFP must be completed and submitted to constitute a proper bid.  Three copies of the bid proposal form, qualifications, and costing sheets are to be submitted.

All bid packages must be delivered to the City of Rock Hill in a sealed envelope.  The proposals may be hand delivered to the Purchasing Division located at 757 South Anderson Road, Suite 103 or mailed to City of Rock Hill, Attn:  Marty Burr, P.O. Box 11706, Rock Hill, South Carolina 29731-1706.  Once submitted, bid packages will become part of official files of the City of Rock Hill and cannot be withdrawn or returned after the appointed deadline to receive bids.

All bids are to be in a sealed envelope marked “Intersection Re-Coating and received by 11:00 AM November 16, 2011 in the Purchasing Office at 757 South Anderson Road, Suite 103, Rock Hill, SC 29730.  No late bids will be accepted for any reason.  All information is public and can be received within 48 hours of the bid close.  This is a public bid opening and you are welcome to attend but attendance is not mandatory.
II.4
Bids as Offers

All companies are encouraged to review carefully all provisions and attachments of this document prior to completion.  Each signed bid constitutes an offer and may not be withdrawn except as provided herein.  Bidder warrants that term and conditions quoted in the bid will be firm for acceptance for a period of (120) days. Once awarded, all terms, prices and conditions are to remain firm for the period of the contract.
II.5
Standards of Acceptance of Bid


The City reserves the right to reject any or all bids and waive any irregularities or technicalities in bids received whenever such rejection or waiver is in the best interest of the City.  The City also reserves the right to delete any items in this RFP from the approved contract.  In case of default on the part of the bidder after acceptance, the City of Rock Hill may take such action, as it deems appropriate including legal action for damages or specific performance.

II.6
Notice to Proceed


The successful bidder shall not commence work under this invitation to bid until notified by receipt of a purchase order or duly executed contract.  If successful bidder does commence any work or purchases prior to receiving official notification, the bidder does so at its own  risk.
II.7
Compliance with Laws


The bidder shall obtain and maintain all licenses, permits, and insurance and comply with any and all other standards or regulations required by federal, state or City ordinance, regulation or law during the performance of the contract.
II.8
Multiple Bids


No vendor shall submit more than one bid unless requested by the City.

II.9
Withdrawal of RFP

The City of Rock Hill reserves the right to withdraw this RFP at any time without prior written notice.  Further, the City reserves the right to postpone opening of proposals for its convenience.

II.10
Pre-Contract Expenses


The City shall not, in any event, be liable for any pre-contract expenses incurred by any bidder.
II.11
Contract Negotiation

The City reserves the right to negotiate the schedule for sidewalk re-coating with the selected contractor and the amount of work to be performed.  

II.12
Termination of Contract


If performance is deemed unacceptable at any time during the life of the contract, the contractor shall have fifteen (15) days to address any issues or concerns and correct any problems noted by the City.  The City may terminate the contract with a thirty (30) day written notice if performance improvements are not satisfactory.   The City shall not be under any financial obligations to fulfill terms of contract nor will the City be assessed any penalties for cancellation.
II.13
Approval of Re-Coating Work and Payment from City


The City reserves the sole right to accept or reject the work performed by the contractor.  Payment for completed work will be authorized only after the work has been inspected by City officials and approved as acceptable.  The contractor will invoice the City after completion of the re-sealing project.  The invoice must be approved by the Public Works Supervisor (Doug O’Connor) before payment is made.
II.14
Indemnity


The contractor will indemnify and hold harmless the City of Rock Hill, its elected and appointed officials, employees and volunteers from and against all loss, cost damages, expense and liability caused by an accident or other occurrence resulting in bodily injury, including death and disease to any person, or damage or destruction to property real or personal, arising directly or indirectly under this contract.  All companies submitting a proposal must sign and return the indemnity form attached.
II.15
Insurance Requirements


All companies contracting with the City are required to maintain insurance coverage with minimum limits of $500,000 for all coverage’s discussed in City’s Risk Management Manual.  If a vendor is awarded this contract, the vendor must complete the City’s insurance forms before any work can begin.
II.16
City of Rock Hill Business License and State Sales Taxes


The successful bidder will be required to obtain a City of Rock Hill Business License, if not already licensed.  Bidders may contact the City’s Business License Office at 803-329-7024 for more information.

II.17
WMBE Statement

It is the policy of the City of Rock Hill to provide minorities and women equal opportunity for participating in all aspects of the City’s contracting and procurement programs, including but not limited to employment, construction projects, and lease agreements consistent with the laws of the State of South Carolina.


It is further the policy of the City of Rock Hill to prohibit discrimination against any person or business in pursuit of these opportunities on the basis of race, color, national origin, religion, sex, age, handicap, or veteran status.  It is further the policy of the City of Rock Hill to conduct its contracting and procurement programs so as to prevent such discrimination.

City Business License
The successful contractor, prior to execution of the contract, must possess or obtain a City of Rock Hill Business License.  Such license must be maintained throughout the duration of the contract.  The fee for such license is based on the amount of the contract with the City if the contractor is not currently doing other business inside the City Limits.  If the contractor is currently doing other business within the City limits of Rock Hill, and does not possess a business license, then the fee for the license is based on the total gross receipts from customers within the city limits.  Contact City Business license Office at 803-329-7042 to determine the exact amount or to ask other pertinent questions regarding doing business in the City of Rock Hill.


Local Purchasing: It is the intent of the City of Rock Hill to promote the use of local businesses and hiring citizens living within the local Rock Hill/York County area when possible. Contractor and or business must make every reasonable attempt to hire local Rock Hill/York County residents.  Selected contractor(s) must make every reasonable effort to purchase/lease all material, equipment and supplies associated with the awarded bid to a local business with a valid City of Rock Hill Business License.  Contractor(s) receiving award must supply City with a list of their employees working on the project which include the city/town in which they reside along with a list of all equipment, material, suppliers and subcontractors and their addresses.  Special consideration may be given to companies that have products produced and/or manufactured in the United States.

S.C. CODE OF LAWS

The state of S.C. Code of Laws Section 12-9-310 (A) requires that any entity within the state having a contract with a nonresident taxpayer conducting business or performing services of a temporary nature within this State, with such contract amounts exceeding the payment of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) during any one (1) calendar year, must withhold two (2) percent of each payment to these nonresidents.

This does not apply to a nonresident which has registered with the Secretary of State or the Department of Revenue and by that registration has agreed to be subject to the jurisdiction of the department and the courts of the State to determine its SC tax liability, if any.  Such registration is not an admission of tax liability nor must it be construed to require the filing of an income tax return.

If the entity having a contract with a nonresident obtains an affidavit from the nonresident stating that the nonresident is registered with the department or with the Secretary of State, then the entity is not responsible for withholding.

Business tax application is included herein.  The successful bidder, if a nonresident, must fill in front side and section “C” on reverse side.  Nonresident successful bidder must also submit form I-312 (enclosed).  Failure to complete these two forms by nonresident will require the City to withhold 2% of all requested payments.

INDEMNITY PROVISION
CONTRACTOR (or Lessee or Vendor) assumes entire responsibility and liability for losses, expenses, demands and claims in connection with or arising out of any injury, or alleged injury (including death) to any person, or damage, or alleged damage, to property of City or others sustained or alleged to have been sustained in connection with or to have arisen out of or resulting from the performance of the work/service by the Contractor, his subcontractors, agents, and employees, including losses, expenses, damages sustained by City, and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City, its officials, employees or volunteers from any and all such losses, expenses, damages, demands and claims and agrees to defend any suit or action brought against them, or any of them, based on such alleged injury or damage, and to pay all damages, cost and expenses in connection therewith or resulting therefrom.  As an integral part of this agreement, contractor agrees to purchase and maintain during the life of this contract, contractual liability insurance in the amount required in the general liability insurance requirements and to furnish proper evidence thereof.

1.
All City vehicles and or equipment must be turned off when not being used for emergency purposes that require the vehicle/equipment to run or maintain power for attached equipment, or when the vehicle/equipment must remain running to operate hydraulic lifts, generators, etc.

Running vehicles or equipment should not be left unattended.

3.
Vehicles/equipment should not be started longer than necessary to clear ice from windows.

The City will facilitate an ozone email warning system, in conjunction 
with the state of South Carolina, by providing the email addresses of 
the 
appropriate persons in each department to receive such warnings as they 
are made. These persons will then act as an agent to post ozone warnings 
each day to alert City employees of the particular need to not run 
vehicles unnecessarily; a standard warning symbol should be posted in 
prominent locations throughout City facilities. 
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
