The City of Rock Hill is seeking competitive bids from qualified Contractors interested in providing the City with Turn Key Rehabilitation of 319 Robinson Road, Rock Hill, SC 29730 for its Neighborhood Stabilization Program.

Sealed bids will be received by the Purchasing Division of the City of Rock Hill, South Carolina until 10:00 AM local time on November 09, 2011, at which time they will be publicly opened and read aloud.
The bid opening will begin promptly at the appointed time in the conference Room located in the Purchasing Office, 757 South Anderson Road, Suite 103, Rock Hill, South Carolina.  The bidder/vendor is responsible for timely submission of his/her bid.  No bids will be accepted after the bid opening begins.

PLEASE INCLUDE THREE COPIES OF YOUR QUOTATION

No bid may be withdrawn for a period of one hundred and twenty (120) calendar days after the bid opening.

The use herein of brand names or manufacturers is not intended to restrict competition, but to indicate the quality required by the City.  We encourage open competition.
All bidders must comply with all state and local laws, and ordinances regarding fees, licensing and bidding requirements.

Successful bidder must comply with the insurance provisions as detailed herein.

If an award is made, it will be made to the lowest responsible and responsive bidder meeting all specifications.

The City reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids, waive technicalities, and make decisions as it deems in its own best interest.

Non Appropriation of Funds:  This Agreement shall be subject to the availability and appropriation of funds by Management, and City Council.  If the Council does not appropriate the funding needed by the City to make payments under this Agreement for a given fiscal year, the City will not be obligated to pay amounts due beyond the end of the last fiscal year for which funds were appropriated.  No act or omission by the City, which is attributable to non-appropriation of funds, shall constitute a breach of, or default under this Agreement.

City Business License:  The successful contractor, prior to execution of the contract, must possess or obtain a City of Rock Hill Business License.  Such license must be maintained throughout the duration of the contract.  The fee for such license is based on the amount of the contract with the City, if the contractor is not currently doing other business inside the City limits.  If the contractor is currently doing other business within the City limits of Rock Hill, and does not possess a business license then the fee for the license is based on the total gross receipts from customers within the City limits. Right of Non-Commitment or Rejection:  This solicitation does not commit the City of Rock Hill to award a contract, to pay any costs incurred in the preparation of the proposal or to procure or contract for the articles of goods or services. The City reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals received as a result of this request, or to cancel in part or in it entirety this proposal, if it is in the best interest of the City to do so.

Successful bidder must comply with the insurance provisions as detailed herein.  For bids under $5,000 an Insurance Certificate on the ACCORD form is acceptable.

Insurance: Company agrees that Company shall keep and maintain general automobile liability insurance in the amount of $ 1,000,000 per occurrence for each vehicle and $1,000,000 in aggregate for all vehicles which Company brings onto City property or use in any manner in the provision of services, including transportation to and from the site (s) where the services are rendered; and Company further agrees that Company shall maintain general liability insurance in the amount of at least $1,000,000 per incident/occurrence and $1,000,000 in aggregate for all incidents/occurrence during the policy period;  and Company agrees that Company shall maintain Worker’s Compensation Insurance on all of the Company’s employees. In no event shall Company serve as self-insurer for the purpose of Workers Compensation Insurance. Company also agrees that Company shall provide, in a form acceptable to City, certificates of Worker’s
Compensation Insurance, Automobile Liability Insurance and General Liability Insurance.  

Contractor’s employees must be in uniform at all times with the company name displayed.  A tee shirt uniform is acceptable in warm weather.  Employees are to conduct themselves in a professional manner and their appearance should be neat and professional at all times.

Appliances:

1. Install Whirlpool side by side refrigerator; 18.5 cubic ft; White; Model # WRT3L9SZYW: Energy Star

2. Install Whirlpool; electric, 4 burner stove; White Model # RF11PXSQ

3. Install Broan Range Hood: White: Model # 413001

Site Work:

1. Trim overgrown shrubbery

2. Remove existing deck and ramp

Framing/Carpentry:

1. Install new front porch step rails using treated lumber. Build to code. Paint rails white: 2 coats of exterior acrylic latex paint

2. Build new crawl space access door. 2 coats of exterior acrylic latex paint

3. Remove side entrance door and frame opening in. Install ½” osb as exterior sheathing.

4. Install ¾” T&G subfloor sheathing at rear rooms of house, backside of kitchen.

5. Repair hole at front bedroom HVAC register

6. Build 12’ x 12’ treated deck: all joists to be at 16” on center. 4’ x 4” treated posts for support. Decking to be 5-1/4” deck boards. 2” x 2” treated pickets will be installed to code. Top rail to be a 2x4 and capped with 5-1/4” deck board. A 2x4 will be the bottom rail. Steps to be 3’ wide and placement to be set by City of Rock Hill; Deck to meet 2006 IRC standards. Top of deck will be approx 3” below rear exterior door threshold.

Finish Carpentry:

1. Install new shoe molding at new vinyl floor and hardwood floor areas

2. Remove kitchen countertops

3. Install new post forms countertops at kitchen with rolled back splashes: City of Rock Hill to select color.

4. Install (2) new 24” factory finished white or factory finished stain-base-vanity cabinets at each bathroom w/ white cultured marble top. Cabinet doors to have knobs.

5. Install new pull down stairs in hallway.

Insulation:

1. Blow attic area to R-38 where accessible

2. Install R-30 Batt insulation in rear of house before installing drywall ceilings

3. Install R-19 Batt insulation in crawl space joists

4. Install outlet/switch gaskets for insulation at all electrical cover plates.

5. Insulate pull down stairs to code

Flooring – Carpet:

1. Install 6 pound Re-bond padding at Rear Family room, rear hallway, rear bedroom and rear closet. 

2. Install new carpet, HUD approved- Shaw- Essay at Rear Family room, hallway, bedroom and closet. Color to be chosen by City of Rock Hill. 

3. Install metal transition strips where carpet meets uncarpeted areas.

Flooring – Vinyl

1. Remove kitchen area, laundry and bathrooms vinyl flooring. Install ¼” luan and seal seams.

2. Install new vinyl flooring at kitchen area, laundry and 2 bathrooms. Tarkett, Proline. Color to be chosen by City of Rock Hill. Same vinyl throughout.

3. Install new shoe molding at all vinyl flooring areas. Paint 2 coats of white

Flooring—Wood 

     1. Sand and stain existing hardwood flooring at front Family room; front 3 
bedrooms, closets and front hallway. Stain color to be chosen by City of 
Rock Hill. Finish in semi-gloss.

Siding/Soffitt:

1. Paint all exterior window shutters Black

2. Repair or replace any missing Soffitt, fascia or vinyl siding.

3. Install vinyl siding at where side door was enclosed.

Roofing:

1. Tear off and dispose of existing roofing and felt on house 

2. Remove chimney to below roof line and cap chimney

4. Repair damaged sheathing and chimney hole (include 8 sheets of ½” OSB in repair price): 

5. Install 15 pound felt on roofs: 

6. Install new 30 year architectural shingles, Gray color, City to approve color

7. Install new cap over shingle venting on ridges

8. Install new pipe boots

Doors:

1. Install (1) 6 panel steel, insulated exterior door on front. Double bore, with 
peep hole at 60” high. Install drain pans at front door.  

2. Install new exterior door lockset on 1 entry doors: Schlage, polished brass, with single cylinder deadbolt at front door.

3. Install new handle and lockset on sliding glass door. Provide wood door brace to prevent door from sliding open 

4. Repair or replace sliding glass door screen. Re-install

5. Install new interior 6 panel hollow core doors and frames. (5) 2’-6”; (5) 2’-0”. Field Verify measurements and hand swings of interior doors.

6. Install new paneled bi-fold doors and tracks; (1) 5’-0” at laundry; (1) 4’-0” at rear closet. Field Verify measurements

7. Install new door knob hardware on interior doors. Brass or satin nickel; Privacy at baths and bedrooms; passage on closets.

Windows:

1. Install new (Energy Star Rated) replacement windows; vinyl; single hung; no grids between glass. ½ screen. (8) 2’-8” x 5’-0”: (1) 2’-0” x 3’-0”: (1) 2’-8” x 4’-0” twin at front picture window.

2. Field Verify all window measurements

3. Wrap/seal existing exterior wooden window frames with metal.

Drywall:

1. Remove drywall from (2) existing baths

2. Repair all nail holes; nail pops, drywall anchors, screw holes and any damaged drywall areas or corners throughout house. 

3. Install ½” drywall at ceilings in rear portion of house where missing. Sand smooth. 

4. Install moisture drywall at both baths

Mirrors/Bath/ Closet Shelving & accessories:

1. Install (2) 24” x 30” square mirrors at each bath vanity

2. Install (1) 12” white closet-wire shelf at each (4)bedroom closet and laundry closet.

3. Install 3 piece bath accessories at each bath. Towel bar; towel ring; toilet paper holder.

Plumbing:

1. Remove all plumbing from bathrooms; toilets, vanities, tub-showers, etc

2. Install new multi-piece tub-shower combo at each bath; white.

3. Install new Moen chrome shower valves at each bath

4. Install new elongated white toilets at each bath

5. Install new Moen, single lever, chrome faucet at each vanity

6. Install new 40 gallon, electric water heater: see City of Rock Hill for location.

7. Install new stainless steel, double bowl, 7.5” deep kitchen sink

8. Install new Moen, chrome, single lever faucet with separate pull out spray. 

9. Check out all plumbing in house for proper operation and leaks: Provide list of any deficiencies to the City of Rock Hill.

10.  Check out all plumbing supply and drain line system. Provide City of Rock Hill with list of deficiencies. 

Electric/Lighting:.

1. Remove all light fixtures/ceiling fans and dispose. 

2. Install 2 bulb globe fixture, flush mount with white base, at (3) hallway 

3. Install ceiling fan with light kit; 52” Chesire, white w/ 4 lite kit; Item # at 
Lowes 
228108 or approved by City equivalent. Install at 4 bedrooms, Rear      
family 
room and front living room. Brace for fan support if needed.

4. Install double 4’ fluorescent light fixture with cover at kitchen ceiling and laundry area

5. Install 3 bulb chrome light strip at both bath vanities

6. Install a 1 bulb, exterior coach light at both entry doors

7. Install a 2 bulb exterior flood light at left rear corner of house, 

8. Install 200 amp service, new riser and meter base to code.

9. Install GFCI outlets at (1) front door, (1) rear door, at (2) bath vanities, and to current code at (4) kitchen countertops.

10. Install 6 smoke detectors to current code at (4) bedrooms and (2) hallway. Smoke detectors to be hardwired and battery back-up and interconnected. 

11. Install CFL bulbs in all light fixtures in house and on exterior lighting. 60 watt equivalent. Exterior flood to be 90 watt equivalent.

12. Install, if missing, one electric outlet per wall in bedrooms, living room.

13. Check out all electric in house for proper operation. Correct any electrical deficiencies. If aluminum wiring, tighten all connections at outlets, switches, breakers.

HVAC:

1. Remove existing HVAC system and dispose

2. Install new Energy Star 14 SEER Electric Heat Pump & AC- sized per manual J calculations. Provide copy of calculations to City.

3. Install new R-8 duct system to current code. Seal/ Mastic all connections and seal new or existing metal boots to floor. 

4. Install new digital thermostat

Miscellaneous:

1. Caulk interior moldings that show separation.

2. Paint all interior walls (including paneling) ceilings, exterior doors & trim-inside and out apply stain block as necessary for proper coverage. Baths to be semi-gloss, walls to be flat latex, moldings and doors to be semi-gloss. One neutral color will be chosen by City for walls. Ceilings and trim to be white. Paneling, new doors, bare drywall to get 2 coats of paint.

3. Professionally spray house for roaches

4. Treat house for termites and provide CL-100 letter

5. Pressure wash exterior of house, porches and decks.

6. Clean all windows inside and out

7. Clean entire house; vacuum carpeted areas, sweep and mop tile/vinyl floor areas; clean/wipe down all plumbing fixtures, appliances, cabinets, countertops, mirrors and light fixtures.

S.C. CODE OF LAWS

The state of S.C. Code of Laws Section 12-9-310 (A) requires that any entity within the state having a contract with a nonresident taxpayer conducting business or performing services of a temporary nature within this State, with such contract amounts exceeding the payment of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) during any one (1) calendar year, must withhold two (2) percent of each payment to these nonresidents.

This does not apply to a nonresident which has registered with the Secretary of State or the Department of Revenue and by that registration has agreed to be subject to the jurisdiction of the department and the courts of the State to determine its SC tax liability, if any.  Such registration is not an admission of tax liability nor must it be construed to require the filing of an income tax return.

If the entity having a contract with a nonresident obtains an affidavit from the nonresident stating that the nonresident is registered with the department or with the Secretary of State, then the entity is not responsible for withholding.

Business tax application is included herein.  The successful bidder, if a nonresident, must fill in front side and section “C” on reverse side.  Nonresident successful bidder must also submit form I-312 (enclosed).  Failure to complete these two forms by nonresident will require the City to withhold 2% of all requested payments.

INDEMNITY PROVISION

CONTRACTOR (or Lessee or Vendor) assumes entire responsibility and liability for losses, expenses, demands and claims in connection with or arising out of any injury, or alleged injury (including death) to any person, or damage, or alleged damage, to property of City or others sustained or alleged to have been sustained in connection with or to have arisen out of or resulting from the performance of the work/service by the Contractor, his subcontractors, agents, and employees, including losses, expenses, damages sustained by City, and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City, its officials, employees or volunteers from any and all such losses, expenses, damages, demands and claims and agrees to defend any suit or action brought against them, or any of them, based on such alleged injury or damage, and to pay all damages, cost and expenses in connection therewith or resulting therefrom.  As an integral part of this agreement, contractor agrees to purchase and maintain during the life of this contract, contractual liability insurance in the amount required in the general liability insurance requirements and to furnish proper evidence thereof.

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No Idling Policy

1. All City vehicles and or equipment must be turned off when not being used for emergency purposes that require the vehicle/equipment to run or maintain power for attached equipment, or when the vehicle/equipment must remain running to operate hydraulic lifts, generators, etc.

2. Running vehicles or equipment should not be left unattended.

3. Vehicles/equipment should not be started longer than necessary to clear ice from windows.

4. The City will facilitate an ozone email warning system, in conjunction with the state of South Carolina, by providing the email addresses of the appropriate persons in each department to receive such warnings as they are made. These persons will then act as an agent to post ozone warnings each day to alert City employees of the particular need to not run vehicles unnecessarily; a standard warning symbol should be posted in prominent locations throughout City facilities. 
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
