Housing values in airport neighborhoods

• MLS data from 2006-2008 YTD

• At least 6 neighborhoods studied
• Small decline in ’07 but recovered in ’08, as 

AOD process was debated
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Values well above Rock Hill average of $153,800



Airport budget/revenue

• City budget shows deficit, however…
• Airport generates additional revenue:

– Real estate, personal property taxes
– Homestead Road rental properties

– City business license fees

• Other income not reflected in city budget
• City airport not structured as profit center



Airport expenses/revenue

2007-08 (adjusted)
Revenue $267,734
Expenditures $352,799
Profit (Loss) ($ 85,065)

• Adjustment examples: 
– County tax receipts (less school portion)
– Homestead rental properties
– Electric costs overstated 

– Vehicle, one-time purchase



Airport property tax trends 2000-2007
(personal property)

Assessment lowered from 10.5% to 4% in 2004



Airport’s annual economic impact

• 87 jobs and $2.3 million payroll
• 19,000+ visitors
• $2.6 million direct economic impact
• $1.4 million indirect
• Multiplier of $2.9 million
• Total impact of $6.9 million



State economic study

• 3,000 businesses surveyed
• 40% use GA airports regularly
• Proximity to GA airports a top 10 benefit



York County economic development

• Airport is important to many prospects
• Facility is on every tour route
• Corporate HQs typically use GA airports
• Local users:

Runway extension issues

• Time consuming, expensive to justify
• Data collection on-going, and Catch 22

– Longer runway needed for many corp. planes
– FAA wants more traffic, evidence of impact

• Process likely to require 6 years of effort
• $12.3 million cost, 95% eligible for FAA
• City-county combined cost: $308,286



Runway limits corporate aircraft

• One-fourth of market cannot use facility
• Percent is higher in hot or wet weather
• 6,500’ runway meets market needs 
• All aircraft under 60,000 lbs weight limit



Other regional airports

• Monroe, proposing 7,000’ from 5,500’
• Concord, 7,400’
• Lancaster, 6,000’
• Chester, 5,000’
• Gastonia, 3,770’
• Statesville, 7,000’
• Hickory, 6,400’



Other benefits of runway extension

• SAFETY! “Never enough runway”
• Lower noise/earlier take-offs
• Less thrust/reverse = less noise



Charlotte airspace encroachment

• Lower ceiling proposed (3,600’ to 1,800’)
• Task force of regional GA leaders objected
• Would impact local airport operations 
• Southern approach would impact residents
• FAA agreed to drop proposal affecting YC
