The board expressed interest in joining in with the Men on a Mission cleanups.  The board will also communicate all Clean & Green cleanups to Mr. Cureton if they would like to join in.  There was also discussion on how to get more enforcement of the litter laws.  Ryan will look into this at the SCLCA conference in September.
